Pres. Mike Turillo called the meeting to order at 5:44 pm

BOARD MEMBERS IN ATTENDANCE: Mike Turillo, Bob Metzger, Linda Bohane, Cindy Stuhley, Faine Smith, Chuck Snyder, Jack Trout, Grace Schulz.  Excused: Jack Perkins, Mike Silverstein, Fluff Thayer, John Moore

CERTIFICATION OF QUORUM:  Chuck Snyder reported that there were 33 proxies added to the members in attendance so a quorum was achieved to conduct business

APPROVAL OF 2009 ANNUAL MEETING MINUTES: The minutes were unanimously accepted after a clarification from Pres Turillo that the mention of a potential Casey Key mailing address was not followed up on during the year.

TREASURER’S REPORT: Linda Bohane reported on the financial activities of the CKA during the year. An overage in the Actual vs Budget occurred in the area of Picnic due to a non recurring purchase of extra hats, shirts etc to be sold over several years.  Motion to accept the report was passed.  Bohane also presented the Proposed 2010 Budget for the CKA which was also approved.

COMMITTEE REPORTS: Pres Turillo explained that the various year end committee reports were available on the Association website and would not be presented at this meeting, leaving more time for discussion of members’ concerns

BY-LAWS: Pres. Turillo provided some context concerning the proposed by-law change which would return the term of the President to one year (from two) in order to align the terms of all Officers and also to encourage the participation by the broadest number of members without the expectation of having to commit up to four years to the position (assuming reelection).  A few members raised questions concerning continuity and experience and it was pointed out that it has not been a problem as the Office of President has been a one year term for all but the last three years of the CKA’s existence.  It is up to the Nominating Committee to find properly qualified candidates.  The measure passed unanimously.

ELECTION:  Moved by Walton Beacham, seconded by George Scantland and passed unanimously to elect the slate as proposed by the Nominating Committee

Pres Turillo then thanked the Officers and Directors who were leaving the Board and then turned the meeting over to President-Elect Metzger.

Metzger echoed Turillo’s thanks to the departing board and also expressed his sincere appreciation to Linda Bohane for her yeoman efforts over the past summer in representing the Key’s interests at the County level.

Metzger then outlined four areas for discussion:  Security, County Restrictions, Underground Utilities, Membership

SECURITY: Sgt Scully and Deputy Riva of the Sarasota County Sheriff’s Department gave a 20 minute presentation on current security issues and tips for the residents to employ.  Significant is the fact that in the big picture crime rates are very low on the Key (of little solace to the few who have been victimized)

COUNTY RESTRICTIONS:  Metzger and Bohane provided background and current status on the issues of Beach Access and Activities, the “50% rule” and County staff interpretations of the applicable FEMA building regulations. Much has been accomplished and much yet needs to be done.  This will be a priority of the CKA in the coming year.  Metzger also mentioned the formation this past year of the Barrier Island League (together with the Siesta Key, Manasota Key and North Manasota Key Associations) and introduced the presidents in attendance from these associations.  Together the barrier islands represent 30% of the county tax base and have much clout when acting as one voice to protect against the erosion of private property rights.  

UNDERGROUND UTILITIES: Committee Chair Mike Turillo asked for a show of hands as to how many in attendance wished for the Association to continue to assess and research the project.  A significant majority raised their hands in favor.  Turillo then fielded questions from the audience.

MEMBERSHIP:  Metzger reported that membership was down about 10% from the previous year, no doubt the combination of the poor economy, the number of homes for sale and the divisive issues of the past year.  He intends to reach out in several areas to non members in the coming year in an effort to increase membership. That said it was pointed out that the CKA enjoys the dues paying support of over two thirds of the residents.

Formal presentations ended and questions and comments were sought from the audience.

Of particular significance were two comments: 1) “heads up” from Steven Lee of the presence on the north key of monitor lizards and/or kimoto dragons and the potential threat as a general nuisance as well as safety issues for humans and small pets and 2)a prepared statement from George Scantland announcing that the “incorporation movement is still alive and well but currently on hold”.  Groans were heard in abundance and Scantland pleaded for civility and keeping an open mind.

There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 8:05pm
